SCOTLAND YARD will be looking
into the circumstances surround-
ing the arrest of a young Stop the
City demonstrator, acquitted at
Guildhall magistrates court last
week. A key part of the case con-
cerned photographic  evidence
which showed a police sergeant
gripping the demonstrator round
the neck.

Kieran Moylett, a 17-year-old
from Bristol, came up to London
for the Stop the City demonstra-
tion against the City’s financial in-
volvement in the arms race on
September 29 last year. As an
amateur photographer taking pic-
tures for local fanzines (a term
which had to be explained to the
magistrates), he also had his
camera with him.

He was arrested at the Bank
junction early in the morning and

_ charged with obstruction, But his

evidence and that of arresting of-
ficer Sergeant Brian Weedon dif-
fered substantially. :
According to Weedon, he had
said to Moylett: ‘please mowe, you
are causing an obstruction’, and
when Moylett refused had then ar-

rested him. Sgt Weedon denied
suggestions from Moylett’s
lawyer, Paddy O’Connor, that he
had opened the back of Moylett’s:
camera and exposed the film in it.
He claimed that Moylett said that
if he was arrested he would drop
his camera.

But according to Moylett he had
encountered Weedon earlier in the
day and had taken a photo of him
with his hands round another dem-
onstrator’s  throat—this photo
was produced in court. He said
Weedon had later told him, ‘I’ve
seen you, you've been taking
photos’, and had then grabbed
him round the neck.

This incident was spotted by
freelance  photographer David
Hoffman, whose photos were also
used as evidence. The prosecu-
tion, Mr Wiggs, suggested that
these photos were ‘probably not
genuine’ but after Detective Con-
stable Day, a police photographic
expert, had been called, it was
agreed that they were. Sergeant
Weedon was asked if he would
agree that he was holding Moylett
round the neck.

‘What do you mean—round the
neck?’ he asked.

‘Round  the
O’Connor.

‘Not round the neck, no,’ said

neck,’ said

Weedon. He said that even if the
photos were genuine, they did not
‘unduly’ concern him.

Moylett claimed that when
Weedon spotted him again after
the neck incident, he arrested him
without- giving him a chance to
move. He said that back at the
police station Weedon had opened
the back of his camera exposing
the film—he had however already
removed one reel which contained
the photo of Weedon.

Paddy O’Connor suggested that
Weedon had been lying and that
Moylett had  been  arrested
because he had " been taking
photos. And after photographer
Hoffman had given evidence and
offered his negatives for inspec-
tion, the case against Moylett was
dismissed. A representative from
the Yard was in court to make a
report on the case’s implications.

After the acquittal Moylett, who
wore a scarf with the -words ‘No
Gods, No Masters’ round his waist
throughout the trial, cheerfully
gathered up his sleeping bag and

prepared to return to the West
