We buy and sell wholefoods, environmentally friendly detergents, low
energy lightbulbs, essential oils some products from cash & carry,
organic veg and bread etc. We are enabling people who are poor and
mainly on income support to eat healthy foods at sensible prices, whilst
encouraging people to think about the politics of what they are eating
and where it comes from.

We are constantly researching future products such as recycled paper,
environmently friendly reuseable nappies, natural paints

We also have a craft side to the business, which is beginning to grow

we sell products made by individuals or small co-ops, that enable
people to have nice things at sensible prices and in turn promoting our
suppliers in our mutual aims of ethical trading. Ve need more
craftspeople to supply us with things to sell

Ve have a regular stall shared with other local co-ops at the University
Union and at other local events. Our stall carries information about the
implications of diet, Animal rights, Peace campaign, alternative
education, bhousing and workers co-ops, People's Land Group, Radical
Routes plus. Ve have recently started to receive requests by local
groups to attend workshops as guest speakers, whereby we 1like to
encourage healthy discussion and debate as opposed to "giving talks". Ve
need more organisations and campaigns to supply us with leaflets and
information.

Ve have a steadily growing selection of books, 5% of each sale is put
into a tree fund.

Ve are presently compiling lists of our stock suitable for mail order.

Ve are working towards taking our stall to a wider audience by attending
festivals and Green events around the country, which will in turn enable
our co-op members, helpers and children to get out of the City. We need
a van to enable us to do this (we hope to be able to run a vehicle on
liquid petroleum gas which is, “apparently toxic-emission-free)
